Interior designer, Una Barac at the Atellior
studio, tells us why they are so excited to work
with Berkeley and what makes the interiors

OUR VISION FOR THE INTERIORS AT
THE HARRIS BEGAN WITH THE IDEA
OF NATURE FOLLOWING YOU INDOORS.

We wanted to continue Berkeley’s attention to
detail and commitment to creating exceptional
places that have something intrinsically special
about them. So our concept was built on
effortlessly connecting the outdoors to what’s
inside, and vice versa. This also gave us an
opportunity to produce two very distinct colour
palettes so we could offer residents two very
different interior styles to choose between.
